






 

4.2 IBD: Regional Coverage 

The International Benchmarking Database (IBD) provides detailed time series for a manifold set of re-
gions, sub regions and regional aggregates. The IBD applies the Eurostat-concept for the decomposition 
(NUTS, Nomenclature of Territorial Units for Statistics) for all European Regions. Regions in countries 
outside Europe follow similar concepts.  

On the one hand, the concept of the regional decomposition is based on the idea of comparability of the 
IBD to national and international sources. On the other hand, the idea of Functional Urban Regions (FUR) 
is more helpful when it comes to analyse regions in an international context. The regional decomposition 
enables the redefinition of Metropolitan Areas and creation of FURs (also cross border regions which go 
beyond administrative and political boundaries.
